After a session fills, additional applicants will be notified and given the option of being placed on a 
waiting list.

Information for Parent(s) or Guardian(s): All campers must be able to participate fully in classes, 
prepare written reports, take written tests, and participate in rigorous outdoor activities.

; a medical form to be completed by a physician will be sent to each 
accepted applicant and must be returned prior to the start of camper’s session.   

A $100 deposit with camper’s name must accompany application; the deposit is not refundable if 
camper is accepted.  The balance of camp fees is due by June 1, after which date all fees are not 
refundable.
